July 20, 2010 - Updated Standardized Raw Material Information Form (RMIF) for Cosmetic Ingredients Now Available
The Personal Care Products Council’s Safety and Regulatory Toxicology Committee (SRTC) developed the Raw Material Information Form to help streamline and communicate useful information regarding the global regulatory, safety and physico-chemical properties of cosmetic ingredients.  The purpose of the form is to provide a uniform information base for raw materials to facilitate communication between raw material suppliers and manufacturers.  The RMIF has now been modified and updated.
The form was initially released in 2006.  More recently, a survey was conducted to identify hurdles to its adoption.  The RMIF has been revised in response to survey results, including re-formatting to an interactive pdf form, with instructions in Word.  The revised form will provide for more flexibility and is updated to address recent regulatory developments including REACH and SB 484.

The RMIF now consists of seven sections and accompanying detailed instructions.  Sections applicable to all ingredients are: General Information, Regulatory Status, Physical Chemical Properties, Human Safety, and Environmental Impact.  In addition, there is a section specific to plant-derived ingredients; and one for TSE Certification. 

The form is being offered for guidance purposes only, and should not be construed as a legal standard.  Rather, it is intended to serve as a vehicle for information exchange between customers and suppliers.  A standardized form will save time for both ingredient customers and suppliers by making needed information more readily available to customers, and by helping eliminate the need for suppliers to complete multiple forms in response to customer requests.
